The heat output ‘Range’ is to be used as a guide only as the maximum and minimum
performance will depend on local conditions such as flue pull, fuel quality and the way in which
the product is used.

Please note that all parts of these fires, particularly the glass panel in the door, become extremely
hot during operation and can result in serious injury and burns if touched. It is therefore
recommended that a fireguard complying with BS 8423:2002 is used in the presence of young
children, the elderly or infirm. In addition, by law all installations also require a Carbon Monoxide
monitor (such as product code 3045 available from Stovax).
